OR COERCION FOR PURPOSES OF SEXUAL EXPLOITATION OR FORCED 
LABOR SO THAT THE SLAVEHOLDER CAN EXTRACT PROFIT."



Quick Facts on Human Trafficking
º Today, slavery is illegal , globally

º Estimated number of slaves globally = 40.3 MILLION

º64% are victims of forced labor

º Fastest growing criminal enterprise - and 2nd most profitable

º In 1840, the average slave was $40,000. What is the cost today?

º Majority of victims are women

º 25% of all trafficking victims are children . (Up to 100% in parts of West Africa)

º Forms of trafficking:

º The ILO estimates that 170 million are engaged in child
labor, with many making textiles and garments to satisfy t

he demand of consumers in Europe, the US, and beyond

º The fashion industry is the world's second -

largest polluter. Right behind the oil industry!

º 80 billion pieces of clothing are consumed globally ev

ery year.

º 250,000 Indian cotton farmers have killed themselves in

the last 15 years due to the stressof debt they accumula
ted through buying genetically modified cotton seeds to

keep up with demand.

º Fast fashion brands put out new collections every

week or month to make it seem like your wardrobe i
s all off trend.

º Compared to 16 years ago, the average person
buys 60% more clothing and keeps them for half

as long.

º Factory workers have to work extremely long hou

rs to complete orders for retailers.

º Farmers close to garment factories can predict th

e color of a season by seeing the color of the wat
erways and rivers nearby.
